e Make sure vents are not blocked by
furniture or drapes.

e Close off rooms that are not in use.
e Turn off lights not being used.

e Turn down the tem-
perature on the water
heater to 115 degrees.

e Let sunlight into your
home during the winter
and keep it out in the
summer.

e Wear extra layers of clothing or blan-
kets in the winter.

o Keep refrigerator base clean, take
guard off and clean dirt and debris from
underneath refrigerator.

e Clear area in freezer around freezer
fan.

e Use cold water when washing clothes.

e Check your meter weekly to monitor

consumption and plan for billing amount.

e Consider setting the thermostat to

a lower temperature in winter and a
higher temperature in the summer. Im-
portant: Seniors and people with special
medical needs should check with their
doctors before changing their normal
home temperatures or turning off air
conditioning or heating units.

e Replace furnace filter monthly when
dirty.

e Caulk around windows and doors.

e Replace conventional light bulbs with
efficient light bulbs.

e Install an energy efficient thermostat.

e Replace shower
head with a low-
flow shower head.

¢ Install switch and
outlet gaskets/
foam inserts on
outer walls.

¢ Install plastic on
windows.

e Place foam pipe
wrap around warm water pipes (Keep
wrap 12 inches away from heater top).

¢ Install a water heater jacket. (Do not
install if heater has foam insulation).

¢ Insulate heating ducts that travel
through unheated areas of your home.

e Seal up areas around plumbing pene-
trations on outer walls.

e Have your furnace and air conditioner
inspected and tuned up before heating
and cooling seasons.

e Fill gaps around the chimney.

e Add insulation in attic and have cellu-
lose blown into walls that are not insu-
lated (Consult a licensed electrician if
wiring does not meet current standards).

e Replace old appliances with ENERGY
STAR® appliances.

e Install ENERGY STAR windows and
doors.

¢ Install high efficiency furnace or heat
pump and high efficiency air conditioner.

e Install more cold air returns if house
needs increased air circulation to in-
crease furnace efficiency.

¢ Install heating and/or cooling appli-
ance(s) with an energy-efficient mod-

el. Select an energy-efficient model by
looking at the AFUE (annual fuel utiliza-
tion efficiency) rating of 90 percent or
greater for a heating system or the SEER
(seasonal energy efficiency ratio) rating,
the higher the rating the more efficient
the unit for a cooling system.
